presents an organ fairy tale by Julya Westerberg and Anders Laine. The opening concert is held in Saltvik Church

with tenor Mikael Fagerholm and organist Esa Toivola. Soprano Asta Kriksciunaite performs in Finstrém Church
together with organist Renata Marcinkuté-Lesieur, both from Lithuania.

This year Mariehamn celebrates her 150th anniversary and also the Ravander organ in Eckeré Church turns 150
years, which will be highlighted with a concert by the Italian organist Ennio Cominetti. For the honour of Mariehamn’s
jubilee year there will be two organ concerts the same day in St. Géran Church, one with Mario Perestegi from
Croatia and the other one with Bjérn Steinar Sélbergsson from Iceland. Also Austria’s young Matthias Giesen will
have a concert in town. The Alandic duo Lita Gustavsson and Bertil Andersson will have chamber concerts in
Sottunga and Vardé with organist Karol Hilla from Poland. The Swedish guitar player Janne Schaffer performs with
organist Markus Wargh in Jomala and in Lemland there will be romantic French organ music. The Festival is finished
in Sund Church with Alessandro Bianchi who plays Italian organ music.
